— Did you know that simply by living or working in   
Elmore County you are entitled to enjoy any of the 
20,000 books, 1700 audio books, and 1300 movies 
in circulation at the Wetumpka Public Library? 

— And that’s just the tip of the iceberg. You are also 
entitled to any other item we can find elsewhere in 
the state through the Interlibrary Loan program.

M e m b e r s h i p  R e q u i r e m e n t s

— Library membership is free to anyone who lives or works 
in Elmore County. Out-of-county membership is $15 per 
individual or $25 per family and is good for three years. 
A parent or guardian may get a library card for any child 
6 years or older. A parent or guardian must sign for 
their child’s library card if the child is under 18 years old.

— Regional cards may also be obtained at the library and        
entitle the holder to apply for library memberships at all 
nine libraries in the Horseshoe Bend Regional Library 
System free of charge. The counties under this program 
include Elmore, Coosa, Tallapoosa and Lee.

C h e c k  O u t  L i m i t s

— A member of the Wetumpka Public Library may check  
out up to 7 book items (print and audio) and 3 non-book 
items (movies and music cds) per qualifying card. Patron 
must be 18 years old to check out movies. Book items 
check out for 2 weeks and are .10 per day if late. Non-
book items check out for one week and are .50 per day 
if late. Outside book drop is for books only. Do not put 
any tapes or cds in the book drop—the penalty is a $5 
per item fine.
